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We adults often wonder, “Why DO children do
what they do?!”  Sometimes it seems they are just
trying to make our lives difficult.  Figuring out what
makes them behave certain ways can be very
frustrating. Kids' behavior, though, is not really as
mysterious as it sometimes seems. The key to
understanding children’s behavior is to understand
child growth and development.

Children are not miniature adults, and they think
differently than we do at times. They also don't
have the same level of self-awareness and
communication skills that we do, so they might
be unable to express their needs and wants clearly.
Whether consciously or not, they choose behaviors
that they think will help them get what they want.
Many troubling behaviors are rooted in misdirected
attempts to satisfy important needs.

Children are designed to grow and change, and
they will seek those changes through their
behavior. Many behavioral battles take place over
the differences between what the kids think they
should be allowed to do and what the parents are
willing to permit. Children can easily misunderstand
our efforts to direct behavior and sometimes they
lash out against what they perceive as mistreat-
ment or a demeaning attitude.

Sue Grossman, Ph.D. will help us understand why
children behave the way they do.  Incorporating
theories of growth and development, Dr. Grossman
will provide explanations for children's behavior, and
teach us strategies to effectively address common
behavioral challenges.
