93% of teens ages 12-17 go online.             
(Pew Internet & American Life Project, Feb. 2010)   
 

75% of teens and 93% of adults ages 18-29 
now have a cell phone.                                              
(Pew Internet & American Life Project, Feb. 2010) 
 

73% of wired American teens now use social 
networking websites, a significant increase  
from previous surveys.                                                
(Pew Internet & American Life Project, Feb. 2010) 
 

97% of teens ages 12-17 play computer, web, 
portable, or console games; 80% of teens own 
a gaming console.                                           
(Pew Internet & American Life Project, 2008, 2009) 
 

50% of people age 14-24 have experienced   
digitally abusive behavior.                                                    
(AP-MTV Digital Abuse Study, Sept. 2009) 
 

1 in 4 children between the ages of 11 and                 
19 have been the victim of cyberbullying &             
65% of kids know of someone who has been             
cyberbullied.  Twice as many 10-17 year-olds 
indicated they had been victims or perpetrators 
in 2005 than in 1999/2000. 
 

30% of students either are bullied on a             
regular basis or are bullies themselves.                                
(National Youth Violence Prevention, 2006)  
 

60% of middle school students say that they 
have been bullied, while 16% of staff believe 
that students are bullied.
